A most 

valuable tool for those wishing to generate radical samples, innovative compositions, 

exciting improvisations and unleash their unlimited creative and artistic potential!

The 10 

week course includes time for practical experience and experimentation with using 
virtual instruments, developing your drum programming and editing skills and use of 

audio DSP and MIDI effects.

Delegates will also have a far more comprehensive practical experience, thereby gaining 
fluency, accuracy and confidence. Weekly sessions allow the information to be thoroughly 
assimilated, and give the opportunity to practice techniques and formulate plenty of questions 
between lessons.
